It
is recommended to continue using this polarity.

Add to Figure 2 a + polarity symbol on the component body near the right hand terminal.

Amend Figure 3 to be the symbol for a polarised Capacitor (with the + symbol) plus add the following Note 1:
1. These capacitors are not polarised, however, marking includes the voltage polarity symbol indicated above, which should
be respected in use.

Amend Para 4.5.1 to include a new bullet (a) as follows (other bullets to be re-labelled accordingly)
(a) Polarity

Add new Para 4.5.2 as follows (and re-number other para 4.5.x accordingly):

Polarity shall be marked in accordance with Figures 2 and 3 of this specification.
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
