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	Introduction
Platinum temperature sensors are required to measure temperature above 160C with high accuracy, stability and repeatability. Some US products are available but might present strong drawbacks such as exportation licence risk or procurement constraints to increase confidence in parts reliability. 
In order to overcome these drawbacks, a joint Strategic Initiative/ECI activity will be carried out to develop and ESCC evaluate European products based on new processes, derived from semiconductor technology 


	Objectives

The main objective shall be to perform an ESCC evaluation of European thin film platinum temperature sensors that have been identified through a Strategic Initiative activity. Based on the results of this evaluation, the platinum temperature sensors will be introduced into the EPPL. 
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
